
Free School Meals and Pupil Premium Registration Form

Dear Parent/Carer

We want to make sure that we are providing your child with the best education and support 
we can. Healthy school food can help pupils establish healthy habits for life and help to 
improve their readiness to learn.

You may be entitled to receive Free School Meals (FSM) if you are in receipt of certain 
benefits or support. You could also raise additional Pupil Premium funding for your child’s 
school to fund support like extra tuition, additional teaching staff or after-school activities. 
The information collected in this form will allow us to make this assessment. 

If you qualify for Free School Meals, you could save around £400 per child per year by not 
having to pay for a packed lunch.

You only need to complete this form once. Further rechecks of your eligibility will be carried 
out regularly to assess whether you continue to be eligible for Free School Meals. If your 
child moves to another state-funded school in Sheffield they will be told that you qualify for 
a free school meal. If you move out of city, we may be contacted by your child’s new school 
or local authority to confirm if you have free school meal status.

Do I Qualify for Free School Meals?

Your child could have a free school meal if you receive any of the following benefits:

Targeted Free School Meals (with additional Pupil Premium funding for schools and 
wrap-around care such as Holiday Activities & Food (HAF)

 Universal Credit with a household income of £7,400 a year or less.
 Income-related Employment and Support Allowance.

 The guaranteed element of Pension Credit.

 Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999.

 Support as a family with no recourse to public funds (NRPF).

Expanded Free School Meals (meals only)

You may also be eligible if you receive Universal Credit with a household income above 
£7,400.



How do I apply for Free School Meals?
To see if your child is entitled to receive Free School Meals (FSM), please fill in all sections 
of this form and return it to their school.
